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���� has gotten off to a great start this year. Our numbers started at 28 kids but the roll has 
grown to 45. We have been averaging about 30 to 35 kids a meeting, maybe due to the flu season. We are working on 
prayer time in each classroom with small groups and have heard some very sad stories from the kids. They will usually 
share prayer requests with the teachers that sometimes tear at our hearts. One beautiful young girl shares that she and her 
siblings will be with a foster family while her mom goes through rehab. Another is very concerned for her father, who 
from what we can gather may also be addicted in some form. This family is more or less homeless. They are currently 
living in a one family trailer with 2 other families. We hear stories nearly weekly that kids are moving to other areas, 
which usually means that they will be pulled out of Holland Heights School. Then there are the stories that we hear and 
see of broken families. It is hard to explain the feeling that you experience when there is a child acting out in a               
classroom and you take that child aside and sit with him or her though story time and feel him snuggle up to you and 
pull your arms a little closer. Or when a child shares something with you that you know concerns them a great deal.  
 
Our stories this Fall have been about how God saved Moses and then used him to save His people from slavery. How 
God cared for them in a special way. The kids are learning the 10 Commandments. We ask for your prayers as we teach 
these to the kids, which is not always easy when you know the type of homes some of them come from. God is good and 
we at Bible Club always pray that God will use us that we may say exactly what they must hear.  
 
Two special things that will happen between now and Christmas are:  
1. Our leaders along with the school are preparing boxes of food and gifts for families at Holland Heights School who 
are very needy. This is a project started by the school a few years ago and we joined them last year. We have been 
blessed by this project as I'm sure the families that have received the boxes have been. 
2. We are hoping to take our Christmas program with the children one step farther this year. We would like to invite the 
families of the children and our congregation to join us in the Fellowship Center on Tuesday, December 15 for a BBQ 
supper after which the Bible Club kids will participate in a Live Nativity Scene outside in front of the church. This will 
be a time for you to meet our neighborhood families who the Bible Club teachers are already becoming involved with. 
Come and help us show them you care.
