Dear Church Congregation,

As you may be aware, the search is underway for a full-time Director of Chaplaincy and Care Ministry (DCCM). This
letter is intended to involve your congregation in our process to find the person who will fill this significant leadership
role. We are sending a similar letter to pastors.
The DCCM will be responsible for developing and promoting the strategic ministry of Christian Reformed chaplains
and for advancing and facilitating ministries of care with Christian Reformed pastors, congregations, and other
CRCNA ministries. The new director will provide significant leadership in the caring ministry of our denomination.
Qualified candidates for this position will have:

1. A commitment to Jesus Christ and to the ministries of our denomination and will be a member of the CRC (or

willingness to become a member),

2. Demonstrated organizational and management skills,

3. Demonstrated ability to think strategically about ministries of care,

4. The ability to speak and write in ways that effectively communicate,

5. Familiarity with organizations that support the professional and ecclesiastical

processes for chaplains.
As well, he or she needs a minimum of 5 years experience working as a chaplain or in a related field of ministry,
completion of at least one unit of Clinical Pastoral Education (or equivalent), and a seminary diploma with ordination
and parish ministry experience preferred.
