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As I write this letter there is a stiff, cold breeze, sunshine, and falling leaves. Only the sunshine part is
reminiscent of our life in Mwanza and we are getting used to the other two! We have been in Michigan after
leaving Tanzania earlier this year, in May. Since arriving, our time has been divided between church visits,
family time, and meetings to prepare for our ministry in Romania, which we’ll mention later as well.

The weeks and months before we left were filled with many goodbyes from
friends and colleagues alike. While never easy, we were able to spend good
time with those close to us, which mattered very much in our departure. Mr.
Pamba, Joseph, and Dotto (the three partner staff whom you heard so much
about for these last six years) gave us some great farewell celebrations and we
will remember them very well.

Together, as a team of community-development-minded Christians, we
(Pamba. Joseph, Dotto, and I) moved forward in our understanding of people-
focused. church-based community development. And from those times
together many changes occurred in communities where they work. for
example:

« Women and men rose up to take new roles of leadership in their
communities, churches, schools, and organizations.

« Crops were diversified, and old traditional crops were started up again (such as millet and sorghum).

e New farming methods increased production by 500-900% on some fields.

e Coin after coin, bill after bill was saved and loaned until now the savings and credits organizations in the
villages have amassed over (the equivalent of) $120,000US.

s Over 1.200 adult women and men have learned improved agriculture techniques, community developme
skills, and better small animal husbandry methods. Many of these participants were illiterate six years ago, a
now they have a positive, life-giving perspective on tomorrow.

¢ Child and mother health practices dropped the infant mortality rate among the participant mothers.
